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Mission Statement 

 

The mission of the MS Off ice of Highw ay Safety (MOHS) is to encourage and 

assist State and local agencies, inst itut ions and the private sector in establishing or 

expanding cooperative highw ay safety programs based on specif ically identif ied 

traff ic safety problems. The overall goal is to reduce traff ic crashes w hich result  in 

death, injury and economic loss in the State. In order to accomplish this goal, 

act ivit ies are carried out in the areas of ; alcohol/drug countermeasures, police 

traff ic services including speed, occupant protect ion, traff ic records, driver 

education, community outreach, and motorcycle safety (funded through the 

National Highw ay Traff ic Safety Administrat ion [NHTSA]).  

 

Executive Summary 

 

The MOHS is pleased to present the Fiscal Year 2013 Highw ay Safety Performance 

Plan (HSPP).   This Highw ay Safety Performance Plan (HSPP) contains the goals, 

strategies, performance measures and object ives that the MOHS has set for f iscal 

year 2013 (October 1, 2012 – September 30, 2013). The HSPP is required by the 

U.S. Department of Transportat ion (U.S. DOT), National Highw ay Traff ic Safety 

Administrat ion (NHTSA) regulat ions, in order to provide the State w ith Highw ay 

Safety Funds. The MOHS program operates under the provisions of the Federal 

Highw ay Safety Act of 1966, 23 Chapter 4, Section 402.  Section 402 funds can 

be used for a variety of highw ay traff ic safety init iat ives.  Since the 402 Program is 

joint ly administered by NHTSA and FHWA, Highw ay Safety Funds can also be used 

for some hazardous elimination projects.  The MOHS w ill ut ilize the grant funds to 

reduce crashes, fatalit ies, injuries and property damage by addressing road user 

behavioral issues, police traff ic services, motorcycle safety, traff ic records 

improvements, impaired driving, adjudication, occupant protect ion, and community 

outreach.      

 

Consistent w ith the requirements for the applicat ion for these funds, the FY2013 

HSPP consists of four major sections: Performance Plan, Highw ay Safety Plan 

(HSP), Cert if icat ions and Assurances and HS Form 217 Cost Summary. 

 

The Performance Plan includes a list of object ives and measurable highw ay safety 

goals and a brief descript ion of the processes used by the State to identify its 

highw ay safety problems, define its highw ay safety goals and performance 

measures, and develop projects and act ivit ies to address its problems and achieve 

its goals. The Plan also includes performance measures for each goal to help track 

progress from a baseline tow ard meeting the goal by the specif ied target date. 
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The Highway Safety Plan describes the projects and act ivit ies the State plans to 

implement to reach the goals identif ied in the Performance Plan. The HSP and 

Performance Plan are the State’s planning management and grant delivery vehicles. 

This plan is submitted on a yearly basis to NHTSA, along w ith the other tw o 

documents described here for review  to ensure that  the HSO complies w ith the 

requirements of the program. 

 

The Certification Statement of the applicat ion includes applicable law s and 

regulat ions, f inancial and programmatic requirements, and in accordance w ith 23 

CFR Part 1200.11, the special funding condit ions of the Sect ion 402 programs. 

The Governor’s Representat ive for Highw ay Safety must sign these cert if icat ions 

prior to providing assurances that  the State w ill comply w ith the law s and 

statements mentioned above. 

 

The Program Cost Summary of the applicat ion is the HS 217. The HS 217 ref lects 

the State’s proposed allocation of funds (including carry-forw ard funds) minimally 

by program area, based on the goals identif ied in the Performance Plan and the 

projects identif ied in the HSP. The funding level used is an est imate of available 

funding for the upcoming f iscal year. 

 

The HSPP is a mult i-year plan developed and updated annually by the HSO to 

describe how  Federal highw ay safety funds w ill be apport ioned. The HSPP is 

intergovernmental in nature and functions either direct ly or indirect ly, through grant 

agreements, contracts, requisit ions, purchase orders, and w ork orders. Projects can 

be act ivated only after the State HSPP has received Federal funding approval. The 

ult imate goal is to have all of the agreements negotiated and ready for 

implementation on October 1st, the beginning of the Federal f iscal year.   

 

 

Legislative Issues 

 

MOHS w ould like to see the follow ing issues addressed during the FY13 Legislat ive 

Session:   

 Increase the age requirement for the booster seat law  to include age 7  

 Increase f ine amount for booster seat and seat belt  violat ions 

 Allow  sherif f  departments to ut ilize radar for speed enforcement on county 

and rural roadw ays 

 Primary enforcement text ing ban for all age groups and licensure statuses 

 Mandatory ignit ion interlock law  for repeat offenders    

 Phlebotomy for BAC test ing 

MOHS w ill continue in its efforts to support  the passage and revision of these 

important legislat ive issues as it  relates to highw ay traff ic safety.  
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Performance Plan  
 

Planning involves numerous functions to make the program and projects run 

smoothly.  Each federal f iscal year (October – September) the program begins w ith 

an approved Highw ay Safety Plan and Performance Plan as mandated by 23 CFR 

Part 1200.10.  Mississippi' s Highw ay Safety & Performance Plan (HSPP) is 

produced by the MOHS.  The HSPP is developed through a series of meetings 

coordinated by the MOHS.  Some of these meetings are internal to staff , others 

involve partners.   

 

The Performance Plan 

In order to submit a Highw ay Safety Plan and Performance Plan, there are mult iple 

steps MOHS takes in order to make this happen. These steps are outlined below . 

 

HSP Planning and Preparation 

 Review  of the annual report, priority memo and latest available data   

 Updating of the Request for Proposals (RFP) 

 Draft ing of Statew ide Problem Identif icat ion for dissemination 

 Planning Meetings w ith Mississippi Associat ion of Highw ay Safety Leaders 

(MAHSL) 

 Planning w orkshops w ith key partners and stakeholders 

 Priorit izing and sett ing of goals 

 Review , rate, rank and select ion of projects to include in the HSP 

 Preparation of the HSP for submittal to NHTSA 

 

The steps listed above outlines the planning process broadly.  The program strives 

to provide all those involved in highw ay traff ic safety in the State, as a w hole, w ith 

input into the plan through MAHSL.     

 

The planning steps outlined above have been included in the MOHS Policy and 

Performance Guide and are show n in some detail in the HSP Development Flow  

chart on the next page. 
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Problem Identification Process Description: 
(How problems are identified and ranked) 

 

Using sources of information and the analyt ical processes, MOHS analyzes data to 

determine w hether a proposed project is the best  alternative among the available 

options.  Conclusions must: 

 support the available data 

 be site specif ic (county, city, or roadw ay section) 

MOHS proceeds as follow s w ith problem identif icat ion and analysis: 

 Collect available data ref lect ing the problems so that a target populat ion/site 

can be determined. 

 Identify problems and look for over-representat ion factors. 

 Rank problems by populat ion, crashes, injuries, and other related factors.

Baseline Data 

Establishing baseline data is a fundamental part of goal sett ing.  Baseline data is 

defined as the set of data representing the most current 12 months (or a 

comparable period) of  complete data available prior to the start of the f irst  year of  

the project.  For example, if  the most recent data available for a f irst year project 

are through May, then the baseline year w ould be June through May for a grant 

start ing October 1st.  Once the baseline is established, that f igure w ill be used t o 

compare subsequent years.  Prior to the start of the grant, these data w ill be the 

baseline for any subsequent year grants w ith the sub-grantee. 

If  good information has been collected through recent grants, then that information 

could be used in the problem identif icat ion section of the proposal.  How ever, the 

baseline data in the performance goals must be the data prior to the f irst year 

grant. 
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State Demographics Analysis 
 

Mississippi is located in the southeastern region of the United States, w ith 

46,906.96 square miles in land area, and 63.3 persons per square mile. Based on 

the 2010 Census, Mississippi’s current populat ion is 2,967,297. The populat ion by 

race is 59.1% white, 37.0% African American, and 3.9%  other, including 

Hispanic, Asian, and American Indian. The median household income is $36,764 

per year. Approximately 21.8%  of Mississippians fall below  the poverty level 

income.  

 

Mississippi has 82 counties, w hich can be divided into the follow ing regions: Gulf 

Coast, Piney Woods, Southw estern, Central, Delta, Northern Hills, and 

Northeastern. Mississippi’s Delta region has long been classif ied as the poorest  

region in the Nation, w ith a populat ion of over 70% African American, most of 

w hich fall below  the poverty line in income.  

 

With the passage of legalized gaming in 1992, the Delta Region saw  a resurrect ion 

of their economy w ith the development of nine casinos and hotels in Tunica 

County, once listed as the poorest county in the nation.  

 

With the return of the casinos to the Mississippi Gulf Coast along the 26 mile 

stretch of w hite, sandy beaches, the tourists are returning to this area since 

Katrina. In addit ion, Mississippi has 25 State Parks located throughout the State in 

every region. 

 

Mississippi’s major industries include gaming, tourism, manufacturing, and 

agriculture. There is only one Level One Trauma Center in the State of Mississippi, 

the University Medical Center, in Jackson, w hich is located in the Central region of 

the State. There are 82 County Sheriff Offices (SO’s), the State Highway Patrol, 

and approximately 262 Police Departments (PDs) in the State. Some of the PDs 

range in size from one part t ime off icer to over 480 off icers.  

 

According to the State Tax Commission and the Department of Public Safety, 

Mississippi has 2,628,389 licensed drivers, 48,831 motorcycle registrations 

(includes antique, disabled and vanity tags), and 2,676,758 registered vehicles. 

There are 75,592 miles of roadway, with VMT of 39,309 in millions.

The above table gives a historic account of traff ic safety in Mississippi for the years 

2007-2011. Grow th can be seen in the areas of populat ion and registered vehicles. 

How ever, the amount of vehicular miles traveled (VMT) has decreased due in part  

to economic condit ions. The most important dow nw ard trend has been the fatality 

rate per hundred million VMT, as it  declined to 1.80 in 2008, below 2.0 for the 

first time, with the rate reaching its lowest point of 1.60 for 2011.  This represents 

the low est fatality rate ever recorded in Mississippi.  

 

Traff ic fatalities decreased by 59 from 700 in 2009 to 641 in 2010, an 8.4% 

reduction. The decrease for 2011 was a modest 1.7% (641 down to 630).  The 

vehicular miles traveled (VMT) for 2010 (39,842) decreased by 1.2% from 2009 

(40,341). Another decrease of 1.3% for 2011 was the result of the VMT decline 

from 39,842 to 39,309. 

 

In Mississippi for 2011, there w ere 567 fatal traffic crashes, 18,105 injury crashes 

and 48,732 crashes involving only property damage. This equates to 67,404 total 

traff ic crashes for the State in 2011. This latest year reveals a decrease in all 

categories from 2010. For 2010, Mississippi experienced 581 fatal traffic crashes, 

18,568 injury crashes and 50,713 crashes involving only property damage for a 

total of 69,862 traffic crashes.  

 

For the last f ive years, Mississippi has reduced both fatal crashes and fatalit ies 

each year. Since 2007, fatal crashes have decreased by 29.5% from 804 to 567.  

For the same period, traffic fatalities have decreased 28.7% from 884 to 630. In 

2000, Mississippi had 949 traffic fatalities with a 2.67 fatality rate per 100 million 

VMT. In 2011, Mississippi had 630 fatalities, the lowest number on record, with a 

1.60 fatality rate per 100 million VMT, also the lowest rate ever recorded.

These Four rankings by various rates are used to determine the counties w here 

specif ic traff ic safety problems need to be further studied and/or addressed. 

Obviously, w hen a county appears in the top tw enty mult iple t imes, there are 

definite safety concerns. The higher the ranking the more prevalent the problem. 

The use of both populat ion and VMT normalizat ion yields unbiased rates.

Ranking of Mississippi cit ies and counties w as performed for serious injury crashes 

(Injury Levels A and B). Injury level C (Minor) and property damage only crashes 

w ere removed from this study in order to reduce the report ing bias and, more 

signif icantly, to pinpoint the most hazardous crashes. The table above discloses the 

rankings by city Police Departmemts investigating crashes on municipal streets. 

The counties are ranked by all serious crashes reported by all law  enforcement 

jurisdict ions. 
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Impaired Driving: 
 

DUI arrests of Mississippi drivers are maintained on the automated driver history 

f ile, but Out-of-State driver arrests are not because the State of MS has no 

jurisdict ion over their driver licenses. Mississippi shares many border miles w ith 

Alabama, Tennessee, Arkansas and Louisiana. In addit ion, the gaming industry is 

located in some of these border areas and establishments offer free alcoholic 

drinks, thus raising Out-of-State DUI rates from 22% to almost 30%  since gaming 

began. 

 

Project ions are made for Out-of-State DUI arrests from MHP trooper act ivity reports 

and selected major police departments in border cit ies and tourist areas. This gives 

the capability to compute est imates of total arrests for each year.  In 2011, there 

were 22,607 Mississippians arrested for DUI. Applying a 23.59% Out-of-State 

arrest rate, this produces an estimate of total arrests to be 29,552. 
 

DUI Arrests in Mississippi in 2007 – 2011 

 
 

In the last five years DUI arrests are up 19.2% from a low of 24,851 in 2007 to 

29,552 in 2011.  For this period, the most DUI arrests were written in 2010 with 

33,153. DUI arrests have increased a staggering 31.3% since 2005 when only 

22,511 DUI arrests were made. 

 

Underage drinking and driving continues to be a major traff ic safety problem. In 

fact, the percentage of total teenage DUI’s is greater than the 6.1% shown in the 

table. This is because the under 21 count stated is the actual number of  young 

Mississippi drivers arrested, but the total, as noted, includes Mississippi and Out-of-

State drivers. We have no w ay of est imating the number of underage Out-of-State

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arrests. Mississippi underage drivers accounted for 8% of the total Mississippi 

drivers arrested for DUI in 2011. The most alarming fact is that these young drivers 

are committ ing tw o serious offenses. First, drinking alcohol illegally and then 

driving under the inf luence!

The impaired driver is the primary factor in fatal traff ic crashes every year in 

Mississippi. Although speeding and other aggressive driving behaviors cause deadly 

traff ic crashes too, alcohol remains the predominant enemy of traff ic safety. When 

DUI arrests decrease, there are usually corresponding increases in traff ic fatalit ies.

For the years 2007 through 2010, the rate of alcohol deaths decreased from 38% 

to 36%. Moreover, the number of alcohol deaths for this period decreased from 

338 to 231 and total traffic fatalities had fallen from 884 to 641. In Mississippi for 

2008, 38% of the fatalities were alcohol related, while the national average was 

37%, and in 2009, 38% of the fatalities were alcohol related matching the national 

average.  For 2011, the number of alcohol-related fatalities is 120 based on current 

data from the crime lab. After NHTSA imputat ion, the est imated percentage should 

increase to approximately 30%.  This w ould be a signif icant reduction in alcohol 

related fatalit ies and w ill be below  the national average.    

 

It  is signif icant that the total fatalities decreased from 783 in 2008 to 700 in 2009, 
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a 10.6% reduction. The joint DPS and MDOT strategic highw ay safety plan w as 

developed in 2006 and contained the follow ing statement. The goal for the plan 

w as given: "reduce the number of traffic fatalities from the current number of 931 

fatalities in 2005 to 700 by 2011". It  is obvious that the State of MS met the goal, 

but also, that it  w as accomplished tw o years ahead of schedule!  In addit ion, traff ic 

fatalit ies have decreased to 641 in 2010 and to 630 in 2011.  

 

The average (mean) BAC for all DUI arrests during 2011 was .138, down from 

.141 in 2008. This is evidently w ell above the per se BAC of .08 and .02 for under 

age 21. The proximity of the mean for DUI arrests to .08 is a direct measure of the 

potential impact of DUI enforcement to raise the perception of risk for arrest among 

persons prone to drink and drive. The fines assessed for DUI are above 7 million 

dollars annually.

The DUI refusal rate for the last f ive years has been almost one in four with the 

2011 rate at 23.5%.  Historically, the conviction rate had remained above 90% for 

years 2000 through 2007. However, in 2008 the rate fell to 86.4%. In 2009, the 

conviction rate increased to 90.4% then fell to 88.9% for 2010.  The conviction 

rate for 2011 was a historic low of 83.3%.  A special study has been conducted 

for Justice Courts that adjudicate MHP and sherif f  DUI arrests.  The Mississippi 
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Implied Consent statute does not allow  DUI arrests to be dismissed or reduced by 

courts. It  is evident from the special study that these arrests are indeed being 

dismissed and/or reduced to lesser charges. 

 

Felony DUI’s (3rd offense) are mandated to be reported by the Circuit  Court w here 

the convict ion occurred to the Department of Public Safety. How ever, most DUI 

abstracts come from Justice or Municipal courts. Therefore, the reported felony 

rate is very low  (less than 1%). Historically, first offense DUI’s have been about 

67% of the total DUI offenses, before third offenses became a felony. During 

2009, a local district attorney became so concerned about the felony DUI situation 

that he met w ith the State MAHSL members to address this problem. He developed 

a special report ing form to require the Circuit  judge be notif ied to contact the 

Circuit  Clerk and ensure the record is sent to DPS for posting of the DUI felony to 

the driver’s f ile. This led to the signif icant increase in the conviction rate to 2.4% 

from 0.4% of DUI 3 rd offenses in 2009. However, this rate for 2010 decreased to 

.6% and further decreased to .4% in 2011. 

 

This under-report ing of felony DUI’s accounts for the f irst offense DUI stat ist ics 

being over 80% of arrests. Hopefully, the majority of those caught for the f irst t ime 

w ill learn a life lesson during the Mississippi Alcohol Safety Education Program 

(MASEP) and not become a repeat offender. During the 2008 legislat ive session, 

the Implied Consent law  w as amended to require complet ion of MASEP in order to 

get a driver license reinstatement after the f irst DUI offense. The hard-core drinking 

driver, if  not rehabilitated, w ill end up killing or maiming themselves or w orse yet  - 

innocent vict im(s). 

 

The State must also make the current ignit ion interlock law  a primary focus for 

FY2013.  Currently there are no installat ion stat ions w ithin the State to install the 

devices after sentencing and the current law  must be revised making it  a 

mandatory sentence for repeat offenders.  Presently the ignit ion interlock is an 

optional sentencing and not required for repeat offenders.  Therefore, ignit ion 

interlock is not  being ut ilized in the sentencing of  repeat offenders due to the lack 

of know ledge by judicial, lack of installat ion sites in the State and lack of 

monitoring process af ter sentencing.

DUI arrests by highway patrol troopers remained above 7,500 per year from 2000 

through 2003. The year of Katrina (August, 2005), the MHP DUI arrests fell to 

4,962, the lowest year in the 21st century. From 2006 through 2008, arrests rose 

from 5,271 to 6,929. In 2008, MHP arrests mirrored the 2003 numbers back to 

above 8,000 per year. The number for 2009 fell to 7,923. In 2010, MHP troopers 

made 8,151 DUI arrests and in 2011, MHP troopers issued 7,779 DUI citations. 

The sustained DUI enforcement projects init iated w ith MOHS funding has allow ed 

the Mississippi Highw ay Patrol to maintain strict messages of  zero tolerance for 

impaired driving.  
MHP DUI Arrests 2007 – 2011 
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2007 to 2011. The most recent " Drive Sober or Get Pulled Over”  public 

information and education campaign, coupled w ith strict traf f ic enforcement by 

State and local departments, document that the State has made signif icant 

progress in reducing deaths and injuries on MS roadw ays. Since 2007, both fatal 

traff ic crashes and fatalit ies have steadily declined. Over the last f ive years, fatal 

crashes have decreased by 29.5%. For the same time period, traffic fatalities have 

decreased by 28.7%.

Other analysis conducted for Justice Courts throughout the State revealed an 

80.34% conviction rate from 2009 to 2011.  Unfortunately, the State does not 

have a centralized electronic report ing system in w hich all disposit ions for 

citat ions/arrests are instantly recorded, analyzed and evaluated on a routine basis.     
 

Traff ic enforcement not only saves lives, it  also supplements many criminal 

enforcement act ivit ies. Reducing the incidence of DUI and increasing the use of 

occupant protect ion are tw o of the most cost effect ive methods to reduce death 

and injury on the roadw ays. Seat belts remain one of the best defenses against 

impaired drivers. Whether being a crime vict im or crash vict im, all cit izens 

ult imately pay the societal costs for health care and public safety resources.  
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Occupant Protection 
 

On May 27, 2006, Mississippi became the 22 nd State to implement a primary 

safety belt  law . With its adoption, Mississippi qualif ied for $8.7 million dollars in 

incentive funds for traff ic safety. The State legislature is to be commended for 

enacting this bill and the Governor for his support and signature.

Historically, most of the drivers and passengers that die in traff ic crashes w ere not 

belted. Although, safety belts cannot save all persons, it  is est imated that fatalit ies 

are in fact reduced 50 to 65 percent w hen safety belts are used. In 2011, there 

were 6,670 serious injuries and 77.6%, or more than 3 out of every 4, were 

wearing safety belts. This documented rate of usage in trauma data show s the 

effect iveness of seat belts. How ever, the 56 young drivers and passengers ages 16 

to 20 that were killed were unbelted at an alarming rate of 77%. Many of these 

young motorists could have been saved by the seat belt . There were 442 drivers 

sustaining life threatening injuries (A level) in 2011. These constituted those 

persons that w ould have died if  not for EMS response w ithin the “ golden”  hour 

after traumatic injury. Forty-nine percent (49%) w ere belted and subsequently, did 

not become a fatality. 

 

During 2011, there w ere 4,064 drivers with moderate injuries (B level) and over 

four out of five were belted (80.4%). Most of these w ere transported by EMS to 

medical centers for observation and/or emergency room care. Moreover, there w ere 

13,562 drivers w ith minor injuries (C level) because they w ere belted at a rate of 
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94%. These stat ist ics document the fact that as belt  use increases, the severity of 

injury decreases. There is no doubt that seat belts save lives and/or reduce injury. 

With sustained statew ide law  enforcement, coupled w ith public information and 

education, Mississippi stands poised to save hundreds of lives and reduce 

thousands of injuries each year from increased safety belt  usage by motorists.  
 

Mississippi Occupant Fatalities by Age – 2011 

 

There were 518 driver and passenger fatalit ies which were unrestrained. 

 

The chart above show s occupant fatalit ies by age and occupant protect ion. There 

w ere 10 deaths of very young children, ages 0 to 4, with 8 out of 10 in child 

restraint devices (80% restrained). There were 12 fatalities ages 5 to 9 with 33% 

unrestrained. The ages 10 to 15 had 13 deaths with an overwhelming 85% 

unbelted. The legislature has debated a measure to mandate all juveniles under 18 

be restrained in all seating posit ions. Presently, the law  only covers to age eight in 

the rear seats. 

 

Mississippi teenagers and young adults under age 35 represent significant traffic 

safety problems concerning seat belts. Teenagers (ages 16 to 20 actually) were 

11.9% of occupant deaths while being only 6.2% of the licensed drivers. They 
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w ere unbelted 59% of the time when killed. Young adults, ages 21 to 24, were 

9.7% of occupant deaths with 73% unbelted. Of the occupant deaths ages 25 to 

34, 98 young adults were killed and had an unbelted rate of 70%. Deaths of the 

ages from 35 to 44 were unbelted 65% of the time. The most senior adults killed 

(75 > ) were belted 58% of the time, the highest belted rate of all adults.

Although much of the public concern about speeding has been focused on high-

speed Interstates, they actually have the best safety record of all roads and the 

low est speeding fatality rate.  

 

 Almost 50% of Speed-related fatalities occur on lower speed collector and 

local roads with limits of 50 mph or less. 

 For drivers involved in fatal crashes, young males are the most likely to be 

speeding. 

 Law  enforcement off icials consistently report that speeding is the number 1 

or 2 traffic complaint from citizens to their agencies. 

 Speeding is responsible for 27% of all contacts between drivers 16 and older 

and law  enforcement. 

 

Engineering, enforcement, and education must be integrated and coordinate for 

speed management programs to be successful and sustainable. The MOHS is 
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proposing to conduct a series of projects on sett ing and enforcing rat ional speed 

limits to demonstrate this approach. 

 

 Set speed limits between the 50 th and 85th percentile speed based on crash 

history, pedestrian act ivity and other factors. 

 Implementation of strict enforcement w ith a low  tolerance for speeds 

exceeding the limit. 

 Integrate w ith PI & E explaining the purpose of the revised limits and the 

consequences for violators. 

 
MOTORCYCLE SAFETY 

 

In 2009, motorcycle registrations in Mississippi were 55,418 which increased to 

56,406 in 2010.  In 2011 there was a 13% decrease over 2010 to 48,831, w hich 

can be part ially attributed to the economy and motorcycles are considered more of  

a recreational vehicle vs. a primary source of transportat ion.   

 

In the last three (3) years, there has been a large number of motorcycle crashes in 

the State. The chart below  identif ies the total number of motorcycle crashes 

broken out by roadw ay systems for the past 5 years.  In 2008, there were a total 

of 983 motorcycle crashes, 793 crashes in 2009, 865 crashes in 2010 and 887 in 

2011.  Of these crashes, there were 40 fatal with 676 injury in 2008; 47 fatal 

with 550 injury in 2009; 42 fatal with 622 injury crashes in 2010; and 55 fatal 

with 642 injury crashes in 2011.  The total motorcycle fatalities increased by 23% 

to 55 with a decrease in motorcycle registrations to 48,831 in 2011.  Of the 55 

fatalities in 2011, 9.1% were alcohol involved crashes w hich is a signif icant 

reduction over previous year of 23.8% alcohol related fatalities.

Currently w e are unable to determine the number of citat ions w rit ten specif ically 

for motorcycle riders due to the specif ic vehicle type not being recorded in the 

State data base for convicted citat ions per MOHS Traff ic Records.   The current  

citat ions ut ilized throughout the State contain a section specif ic for vehicle 

identif icat ion; how ever, this information is not recorded during the entry process of  

convicted citat ions by the State.  

 

The State is currently w orking w ith an electronic citat ion system (eCite) w hich 

allow s the vehicle information to be recorded automatically upon entry of a citat ion 

by an off icer.  Currently the eCite system is being used by the Mississippi Highw ay 

Patrol only.  The system w ill be available to all law  enforcement agencies across 

the State in 2013.  The vehicle identif icat ion issue w ill be addressed through the 

eCite Project and the project director w ill w ork to ensure query capabilit ies for all 
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f ields recorded on the electronic citat ion for stat ist ical purposes in the future for 

identifying highw ay safety problem throughout the State.   

 

The average BAC for all alcohol impaired driving crashes in the State is .143 which 

is well above 0.08 and 0.02 for persons under 21.

Mississippi has a strong motorcycle helmet law . With high fuel costs, more and 

more Mississippians are riding motorcycles. In 2010, 38% of the motorcyclists 

killed were not wearing helmets. In 2011, registrations fell to 48,831 yet fatalities 

increased to 55. Six of the motorcycle riders (10.9%) were not using helmets 

when killed. Mississippi consistently maintains a 99% motorcycle helmet usage in 

the annual Motorcycle Survey conducted by Mississippi State University.

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SETTING OF PERFORMANCE GOALS:  
 

Goals and performance measures are developed after review ing the problem 

identif icat ion. Comparisons are made of rates and trends over t ime (3 to 5 years) 

and goals are set and performance measures are derived w ith input from each of 

the program coordinators, the traff ic records coordinator, and the MOHS Director. 

Projects and act ivit ies are developed based on the highw ay safety problems 

identif ied through research and review  of traff ic safety data. The reduction of 

traff ic fatalit ies and injuries constitutes the mission and the priorit ies are set by 

select ing act ivit ies that address the Stated problems. All project act ivit ies must 

incorporate at least  one of the follow ing countermeasures: decrease impaired 

driving, increase belt  use, attack aggressive driving including speeding, or focus on 

demographic populat ions that are over-represented for traff ic safety issues.  

   

Development of Program Area Goals, Objectives and Performance Measures 

 

The Mississippi Off ice of Highw ay Safety (MOHS) coordinates the development of  

traff ic safety performance goals and strategies based on those measures agreed 

upon betw een the National Highw ay Traff ic Safety Administrat ion (NHTSA) and the 

Governors Highw ay Safety Associat ion (GHSA).   

 

The publicat ion, Traffic Safety Performance Measures for States and Federal 

Agencies, identif ied 14 measures that States should use.  These include 10 core 

outcome measures, 1 core behavioral measure and three act iv ity measures.

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Project Selection and Development 

 

Projects applicat ions submitted that do not fall w ithin the Priority Funding areas 

must include suff icient just if icat ion based on local data to illustrate w hy the MOHS 

should fund the project.  In all cases, the project must be traff ic safety related and 

must contribute to reducing injuries and fatalit ies as a result  of motor vehicle 

crashes.  

 

Applicat ions for funding submitted for traff ic safety act ivit ies are not restricted to 

any dollar value but must provide evidence of being cost effect ive.  An applicat ion 

must state in detail the goals of  the project, the problem to be addressed, and the 

associated implementation act ivit ies.   

 

Applicat ions for proposed highw ay safety act ivit ies received from State agencies 

and polit ical subdivisions w ill be review ed by the MS Off ice of Highw ay Safety 

staff  in accordance w ith review  criteria listed below .  Applicat ions selected for 

funding w ill be incorporated into designated Program Area Plans (PAPs) for review  

and approval.  Upon approval, the PAPs and an executive summary of the highw ay 

safety act ivit ies w ill be combined to produce the State Highw ay Safety Plan (HSP) 

port ion of the HSPP for each f iscal year.  This HSP becomes the basis for federal 

funding support and is submitted as a single document for federal program 

approval.  The MOHS adheres to the follow ing steps for Project Development:

PLANNING AND ADMINISTRATION 

 
The Mississippi Off ice of Highw ay Safety (MOHS) is responsible for development 

and implementation of the annual Highw ay Safety Plan based on an evaluation of  

highw ay safety problems w ithin the State, the involvement of local units of  

government in the improvement of their highw ay safety planning and administrat ive 

efforts, the monitoring of progress and associated expenditures on the State and 

local levels, and the collect ion and analysis of stat ist ics and other data relevant to 

highw ay safety in the State of MS. 

 

The day-to-day internal management of the Highw ay Safety Program is coordinated 

by the MOHS Off ice Director. Programs under the Division Directors are Alcohol 

Countermeasures, Occupant Protect ion, Traff ic Records, Motorcycle, Community 

Outreach, Judicial, and Police Traff ic Services. Please refer to the appropriate 

sections in the Planning Document for a descript ion of program area staff ing and 

coordination. All P & A costs are matched 50/50 w ith State funds. 

 

Through the planning and administrat ion set aside funds, continuous efforts w ill be 

made to provide the resources necessary for planning, administrat ion and 

coordination of the statew ide Highw ay Safety Program. The planning and 

administrat ion funding w ill provide for the salaries, fringe benefits, and travel 

expenses for the Off ice Director (100%), the Program Analyst/Planner (100%) and 

an Off ice Manager (33% 402 P&A, 33%154 P&A,& 34% 410 P&A).  Addit ionally, 

the salaries and fringe benefits for the Division of Public Safety Planning Executive 

Director (5% 402 P&A, 5% 154 P&A, 5% 410 P&A), Financial Branch Director 

(100%), Administrat ive Assistant (33%), Accounting Director (31%), Fiscal Off icer 

(38%), and Internal Auditor (33% 402 P&A, 33% 154 P&A, 34% 410 P&A). The 

P & A covers costs associated w ith operating the Highw ay Safety Program to 

include contractual services, commodit ies, and indirect costs for administrat ive 

support. The administrat ive assistant provides support to the MOHS staff  via the 

follow ing duties:  collect ing and maintaining t ime and attendance records, receive 

and distribute incoming/outgoing correspondence, records minutes for staff  and 

other meetings, answ ers phone, orders off ice supplies and other clerical duties as 

needed and requested.

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FY2013 ALCOHOL/DRUG COUNTERMEASURES 

 

Program Area Problem Identification: 

 

The State continues to see a decrease in fatal crashes and traff ic fatalit ies.  There 

w as an 8% reduction in both fatal crashes and traff ic fatalit ies in 2010 with 50 

fewer fatal crashes and 59 fewer traffic fatalities.  Total fatal crashes went from a 

total of 681 in 2009 to 567 in 2011.  Fatalit ies w ent dow n from 700 in 2009 to 

630 in 2011. The alcohol related fatalities went down from 264 in 2009 to 120 in 

2011.  The “ Drive Sober or Get Pulled Over"  public information and education 

campaign, coupled w ith strict traff ic enforcement by State and local departments, 

document that the State has made signif icant progress in reducing deaths on the 

roadw ays.  

 

In Mississippi for 2010, 36%  of all fatalit ies w ere alcohol related, w hile the national 

average w as 37%. Currently (2011) alcohol related fatalit ies are dow n to 21.2% , 

w ell below  the national average. MOHS plans to continue in the efforts to reduce 

overall crashes, fatal crashes, injury and the economic losses caused by traff ic 

crashes.  Alcohol-related traff ic crashes w ill continue to be a priority in program 

planning.  

 

The total number of  DUI arrests increased, from 32,099 in 2009 to 33,153 in 

2010 with a 10% reduction in 2011 to 29,552 .  The average (mean) BAC for all 

DUI arrests during 2010 was .138, and remained the same in 2011, which is 

consistently above the per se BAC of .08 and .02 for under age 21. The proximity 

of the mean for DUI arrests to .08 is a direct measure of the potential impact of 

DUI enforcement to raise the perception of risk for arrest among persons prone to 

drink and drive. The fines assessed for DUI in Mississippi are above 7 million dollars 

annually. 

 

The MOHS’s primary goal is to assist State, local, non-prof it  organizations, 

community groups, inst itut ions, colleges and universit ies in developing and 

implementing innovative highw ay safety programs w hich w ill in turn reduce the 

total number of fatal and serious injury crashes, including those that are alcohol 

related.      

 

There are approximately eighty (80) impaired driving projects and programs being 

implemented in MS during FY13 federal f iscal year.  These projects/programs 

consist of impaired driving act ivit ies such as enforcement, public 

information/outreach, education and training.  The MOHS funds approximately 
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thirty-f ive (35) full-t ime Driving Under the Inf luence (DUI) off icers in the State, the 

MS Law  Enforcement Liaison (LEL) Off ice, including nine (9) LEL Troop Netw ork 

Coordinators assigned to each of the nine (9) troop districts throughout the State 

(402 PTS), a Traff ic Safety Resource Prosecutor and the MS Alcohol Safet y 

Education Program conducted by MS State University (MSU), Mothers Against  

Drunk Driving (MADD) and many others.       

 

The MS LEL Off ice conducts training for law  enforcement agencies throughout the 

state.  The TSRP travel statew ide assist ing courts, prosecutors, law  enforcement 

agencies, etc. in the prosecution of DUI cases throughout the State.  The MS LEL’s 

and TSRP w ork in conjunction to provide training in Standard Field Sobriety Testing 

(SFST), Advanced Roadside Impaired Driving Education (ARIDE) and Drug 

Recognit ion Expert  (DRE) Courses throughout the State.   Addit ionally, the TSRP 

conducts training conferences each year for prosecutors and law  enforcement 

off icers w orking together along w ith Judicial training for Judges in conjunction w ith 

the State’s Judicial College.  The TSRP w orks w ith the State’s Judicial College in 

training for Judges and Court Clerks.  The TSRP conducts training session for new  

recruits at the State’s police academy.  

 

In conjunction w ith the statew ide training, education, public information, outreach 

programs and act ivit ies being conducting (by law  enforcement, prosecutors, 

community outreach, the MS LEL Off ice, colleges, universit ies, non-prof its, the 

TSRP, etc.) the State is experiencing the benefit  of a consistent decline in the 

overall convict ion rate of DUI’s in the State from 88.9% in 2010 to 83.3% in 

2011.  

 

Other analysis conducted by the MOHS Traff ic Records Coordinator for Justice 

Courts throughout the State revealed 80.34% conviction rate from 2009 to 2011.  

Unfortunately, the State does not have a centralized electronic report ing system in 

w hich all disposit ions for citat ions/arrests are instantly recorded, analyzed and 

evaluated on a routine basis.     

 

Currently, Mississippi does not have a Judicial Outreach Liaison (JOL) in place.  The 

JOL and court monitor program is needed to address the problems identif ied w ith 

the State’s DUI convict ion rate.   

 

The State must also make the current ignit ion interlock law  a primary focus for 

FY2013.  Currently there are no installat ion stat ions w ithin the State to install the 

devices after sentencing and the current law  must be revised making it  a 

mandatory sentence for repeat offenders.  Presently the ignit ion interlock is an 

optional sentencing and not required for repeat offenders.  Therefore, ignit ion 

interlock is not  being ut ilized in the sentencing of  repeat offenders due to the lack 
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of know ledge by judicial, lack of installat ion sites in the State and lack of 

monitoring process af ter sentencing.        

 

As a part of the overall Highw ay Safety Impaired Driving Program, impaired 

motorcycle riders w ill be an emphasis area the FY13 grant period.  Off icers w ill 

receive specialized training on the enforcement of impaired riders.  MOHS w ill 

engage in an act ive public education and information campaign.  

 

FY13 Proposed Strategies 

Alcohol countermeasures projects proposed for this f iscal year includes designated 

DUI enforcement units in problem localit ies. As a part of impaired driving funded 

programs, applicants are required to establish and implement seat belt  use policies 

for their individual agencies, attend and part icipate in the Mississippi Associat ion of 

Highw ay Safety Leaders meetings, and the National Impaired Driving Blitz init iat ives 

including statew ide campaigns ut ilizing the national message “ Drive Sober or Get 

Pulled Over” . Subgrantees aw arded under alcohol countermeasure programs are 

encouraged to attend STORM during the training conferences along w ith ut ilizat ion 

of resources and training offered by the LEL off ice as it  relates to the impaired 

driver.  

 

STEP PROGRAMS –  The Select ive Traff ic Enforcement Program (STEP) - include 

projects w hich pay overt ime activit ies (above and beyond agency’s current  

enforcement act ivit ies) for increased law  enforcement. All STEP programs must 

either have established w rit ten STEP operating policies and procedures, or w ill 

develop w rit ten policies and procedures before STEP grants can be executed.   

 

STEP ENFORCEMENT PERIODS 

Law  Enforcement agencies must part icipate in the follow ing required State and 

national campaigns for impaired driving campaigns during the grant period as 

follow s: 

 

  NATIONAL CAMPAIGNS: Must conduct minimum of four (4) checkpoints and/or  

  saturat ion patrols during these campaigns/blitz periods.

  and/or saturat ion patrols during these holiday campaigns/blitz periods.  

 Thanksgiving Holiday period 

 Super Bow l Sunday (at least one checkpoint/saturat ion for one day event) 

 Memorial Day Holiday period 
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 4 th of July w eekend 

 

NOTE:  Campaign part icipation should include pre & post earned media    

    campaigns, public information and educational events.  

  

State police and local law  enforcement w ill be involved in conducting these six high 

visibility enforcement blitz efforts w hich w ill include checkpoints, saturat ion patrols 

and other detailed act ivit ies in a joint effort to reduce the number of alcohol-related 

fatalit ies in Mississippi.   

 

MOHS, along w ith all aw arded agencies, w ill implement act ivit ies in support of 

national highw ay safety goals to reduce impaired driving motor vehicle related 

fatalit ies (according to their specif ic funding source). All aw arded contract are 

required to complete the HVE Compliance form at implementation w hich defines 

the mobilizat ions and sustained enforcement act ivit ies.  

  

Law  enforcement w ill use the follow ing criteria to help identify locations in each 

county and city for intensif ied enforcement including sobriety checkpoints and 

saturat ion patrols. Select ion of intensif ied enforcement areas w ill be determined by:  

 

 Unusual incidence of alcohol/drug related crashes,  

 

 Alcohol/drug impaired driving violat ions,  

 

 Unusual number of  nightt ime single vehicle crashes and/or  

 

 Any other documented alcohol/drug related vehicular incidents  

 

Enforcement agencies w ill be strongly advised to ensure the site itself  has 

maximum visibility from each direct ion and has suff icient illumination to ensure 

safety during night inspection along w ith the use of ref lect ive vest (use of vest 

outlined by MDOT).  

 

Enforcement efforts from county, local law  enforcement and the Mississippi 

Highw ay Patrol w ill be concentrated in areas w hich have been identif ied as having 

65% of the total impaired driving fatalit ies and severe injuries crashes in 

Mississippi. Local Off ice of Highw ay Safety DUI projects w ill engage in saturat ion 

patrols and sobriety checkpoints.  

 

The MOHS w ill continuously seek to develop and implement programs in the areas 

of enforcement, training, public aw areness and community outreach, etc. in an 

effort to address impaired highw ay safety issues identif ied in FY12.  The 
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implementation of these programs w ill assist the State in meeting the impaired 

driving highw ay safety goals and performance measures for FY13.

Problem Identification: 

In addit ion to traff ic enforcement, another effect ive approach to combating driving 

under the inf luence is to provide public information and education to people about 

the consequences.  Both NHTSA and MOHS recognize the importance of outreach 

as a means of  preventing errat ic driving behaviors, such as driving under the 

inf luence, lack of seat belt  use and distracted driving. In 2011 the follow ing 

fatalit ies for minorit ies w as reported:  87 African Americans, 11 Hispanics and 2 

Native Americans.    

 

The need exist to continue to carry these traff ic safety messages beyond the 

extent of  how  it  has been shared in past years.  During FY 12 , MOHS implemented 

the PACAID (Public Aw areness Campaign Against Impaired Driving) project .  Unlike 

previous years in w hich PI & E act ivit ies w ere engaged in by invitat ion, the PACAID 

project w as designed to take a pro-act ive approach tow ards gett ing the w ord out.  

Program part icipation included events at faith-based and civic organizations, during 

school presentat ions, safety fairs, and conferences.  Booth or table set -ups allow ed 

for MOHS w orkers to converse w ith individuals w ho visited tables w hich contained 

relevant materials designed to keep part icipants mindful about the consequences of 

impaired driving, not w earing seat belts and distracted driving far longer than after 

talks or presentat ions w ere delivered.   

 

The Canton Nissan Family Day/Health Fair, one of the high-end crow d draw ing 

events w as once again a success in FY11. The event is one in w hich employees, 

service providers and family members at tend an extensive fun-packed day f illed 

w ith special act ivit ies.  Part icipants are directed to visit  booths w here hands-on 

part icipation is encouraged and information is disseminated.  An est imated 4,000 

adults and children w ill attend the 2012 Nissan Family Day normally held late 

September.  The MOHS w ill again part icipate as one of the limited vendors.   

 

The Capital City Classic’s ‘Drive to Stay Alive’  has been the largest attendance 

draw ing event in w hich the ‘no drinking and driving’  message has being carried.  

The init iat ive is designed to take advantage of  the over 50,000 football revelers 

and/or tail gate fans attending the on-going highly rivaled game betw een tw o major 

historically black universit ies (HBCUs): Jackson State University and Alcorn State 

University.  This presents a great opportunity to address the disproport ionate 

number of minorit ies w hich includes African American, Hispanic and Native 

Americans being killed in vehicle crashes in the state by bringing attention to 

occupant protect ion, DUI and distracted driving issues. Several partners make this 

event successful including both universit ies, M.A.D.D., MUDPC (MS Underage 

Drinking Prevention Coalit ion), local alcohol and other drug treatment facilit ies, local 

and university law  enforcement and other committed partners.  Generally, the game 

is preceded by a press event held on one of the university campuses.  On game 

day, PACAID w orkers w ork both sides of the entry gates handing out information. 

Traff ic safety messages are read by game announcers throughout the day.   
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Despite the huge successes of the PACAID project, it  has been determined the 

State w ould receive increased benefits by allow ing exist ing agencies that have a 

vested interest in combatt ing impaired driving to become involved w ith the State’s 

highw ay safety issues by addressing this crucial issue.  Granting funds to 

organizations and agencies for outreach efforts encourages more strategized and 

effect ive approaches to combat traff ic safety. It  is hoped that as a result  of  

exposing more people to the consequences of the deadly combination of alcohol 

consumption and driving, non-use of seat belts and other driver distract ions 

exposed part icipants w ill become more responsible and traff ic related fatalit ies w ill 

continue to be reduced w ithin the state.

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FY2013 OCCUPANT PROTECTION  

 

Problem Identification: 

 

On May 27, 2006, Mississippi became the 22 nd State to implement a primary 

safety belt  law . With its adoption, Mississippi qualif ied for $ 8.7 million dollars in 

incentive funds for traff ic safety.  

 

Historically, most of the drivers and passengers that die in traff ic crashes are not  

belted. Although, safety belts cannot save all persons, it  is est imated that fatalit ies 

are in fact reduced 50 to 65 percent by those using safety belts and becoming 

injured rather than killed. In 2011, there were 6,670 serious injuries and 77.6%, or 

more than 3 out of every 4, were wearing safety belts.  This documented rate of 

usage in trauma data show s the effect iveness of seat belts. How ever, the 56 

young drivers and passengers ages 16 to 20 that were killed were unbelted at an 

alarming rate of 77%. Many of these young motorists could have been saved by 

the seat belt .  

 

There were 442 drivers sustaining life threatening injuries (A level) in 2011.  These 

constituted those persons that w ould have died if  not for EMS response w ithin the 

“ golden”  hour after traumatic injury. Forty-nine percent (49%) were belted and 

subsequently, did not  become a fatality.  

 

During 2011, there w ere 4,064 drivers with moderate injuries (B level) and over 

four out of five were belted (80.4%). Most of these w ere transported by EMS to 

medical centers for observation and/or emergency room care. Moreover, there w ere 

13,562 drivers w ith minor injuries (C level), w ith a belt  rate of 94%. These 

stat ist ics document the fact  that as belt  use increases, the severity of injury 

decreases. There is no doubt that seat belts save lives and/or reduce injury. With 

sustained statew ide law  enforcement, coupled w ith public information and 

education, Mississippi stands poised to save hundreds of lives and reduce 

thousands of injuries each year from increased safety belt  usage by motorists.  

 

Mississippi teenagers and young adults under age 35 represent significant traffic 

safety problems concerning seat belts. Teenagers (ages 16 to 20 actually) were 

11.9% of occupant deaths, while being only 6.2% of the licensed drivers.  They 

w ere unbelted 59% of the time when killed. Young adults, ages 21 to 24, were 

9.7% of occupant deaths with 73% unbelted. Of the occupant deaths ages 25 to 

34, 98 young adults were killed and had an unbelted rate of 70%. Deaths of the 

ages from 35 to 44 were unbelted 65% of the time. The most senior adults killed 

(75 > ) were belted 58% of the time, the highest belted rate of all adults.  

 

Occupant Protect ion continues to be a priority emphasis area for NHTSA and for 

the MOHS. The current seat belt  usage rate for Mississippi is 81.8%. Law  

enforcement off icers continue to issue seat belt  and child restraint citat ions 

throughout the year and during the National Click It or Ticket campaign.   
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MOHS has begun to focus more on nightt ime seat belt  enforcement and w ill 

continue in 2013.  Stat ist ics show  an average person in the State is more than 3 

½  t imes as likely to die unbuckled as the average American.   In 2009, 70% of 

know n passenger vehicle deaths w ere unbelted; 27% died unrestrained betw een 

the hours of 6pm to midnight and another 30% died betw een noon and 6pm. The 

State’s overall unrestrained passenger fatalit ies continue to be on a dow nw ard 

trend, how ever, nightt ime unrestrained occupants remain to be an issue in the 

State.  Nightt ime seat belt  enforcement w ill be an emphasis area and MOHS w ill 

continue to promote best pract ice for more nightt ime enforcement act ivit ies by law  

enforcement.  

 

Paid media campaigns continue to be aired prior to and during the national 

campaign.  New  methods are continually being implemented, such as nightt ime 

enforcement, to get the remaining 18.2% of the populat ion to w ear seat belts 

through education, outreach, media and enforcement act ivit ies.  Teen drivers are 

especially vulnerable w ith their lack of driving experience and w ill continue to be an 

emphasis area for occupant protect ion.  

 

OHS, along w ith all aw arded agencies, w ill implement act ivit ies in support of  

national highw ay safety goals to reduce motor vehicle related fatalit ies according to 

their specif ic funding source. The requirements include: National law  enforcement 

mobilizat ions and sustained enforcement of statutes addressing impaired driving, 

occupant protect ion and driving in excess of posted speed limits act ivit ies.  

Programs are implemented accordingly based on the funding source for the 

contract . All aw arded contract are required to complete the HVE Compliance form 

of the contract w hich defines the mobilizat ions and sustained enforcement 

act ivit ies. MOHS w ill be conducting the annual statew ide safety belt  use survey in 

accordance w ith criteria established by the Secretary for the measurement of State 

safety belt  use rates.  The survey w ill ensure that the measurements accurately 

represent the State’s seat belt  usage rate.   MOHS w ill be seeking information 

needed to begin the development and implementation of a statew ide data system.  

 

Outcome Measures: 

 

 C-4 Core Outcome Measure/Unrestrained Passengers:  

To decrease unrestrained passenger vehicle occupant fatalities in all seating 

positions 15% from the 2010 base calendar year of 339 to 288 by end of 

FY13. 

 C-9 Core Outcome Measure/Under 21:  

To decrease drivers age 20 or younger involved in fatal crashes by 25% from 

the 2010 calendar year baseline of 86 to 73 by end of FY13. 
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 B-1 Core Behavior Measure/Occupant Protection:  

To increase statewide observed seat belt use of front seat outboard 

occupants in passenger vehicles from the 2010 calendar year usage rate of 

81% to 84% by end of FY13. 

 

Achievement Measure/Seat Belts:  

 

In FY2010 21,036 statewide seatbelt citations were issued, and in FY2011 there 

were 21,099 seatbelt citations issued which represents a minor increase during 

national blitz campaigns.  There were 26,375 actual grant funded seatbelt citations 

reported by awarded projects for FY2011. 

           

To increase the number of grant funded OP citations from 17,855 to 19,640 by 

the end of FY13 in order to increase overall seat belt use and reduce the number of 

fatalities caused by lack of seat belt usage.

The MOHS Police Traff ic Services Program plans to increase enforcement, 

education, and training in traff ic enforcement and effect ive adjudication, thereby 

reducing the incidence of aggressive and improper driving, including speed. Traff ic 

enforcement has been a long mainstay of the police profession. Increasing 

community demands on law  enforcement agencies, rising crime rates, and shif t ing 

priorit ies have begun to direct resources aw ay from traff ic enforcement. MOHS, 

along w ith all aw arded agencies, w ill implement act ivit ies in support of national 

highw ay safety goals to reduce motor vehicle related fatalit ies.  The requirements 

include: National law  enforcement mobilizat ions and sustained enforcement of  

statutes addressing impaired driving, occupant protect ion and driving in excess of 

posted speed limits act ivit ies dependent upon the funding source of the contract. 

All aw arded contracts are required to complete the HVE Compliance form w hich 

defines the mobilizat ions and sustained enforcement act ivit ies.  

 

In addit ion to solving crimes, traff ic enforcement w orks to reduce the huge human 

and f inancial cost of automobile crashes. With an average cost  of $150 billion per 

year, more people are killed each year in traff ic crashes (a fatality every 13 

minutes) than by murder (one every 21 minutes). Seatbelts, air bags, other restraint 

systems and anti-lock brakes have signif icantly contributed to reducing injuries and 

deaths from traff ic crashes. But these technological advances are only a step in the 

process. Continued improvements in vehicle design are necessary to protect  

occupants, along w ith education and behavior modif icat ion.  

 

Effect ive and ongoing traff ic enforcement is a key factor in improving or 

maintaining a community’s quality of life. As crime increases and more demands 

are placed on law  enforcement agencies, the importance of effect ive traff ic 

enforcement rises. Among the problem are funding issues, shif t ing demands for 

police services and projected increases in registered drivers and traff ic fatalit ies. 

Law  Enforcement organizations w ill have to refocus traff ic enforcement to respond 

to the coming changes and improve traff ic services.  

 

The public’s lack of compliance w ith traff ic law s and the view  that driving beyond 

the speed limit is acceptable must be changed. It  is imperative that the motoring 

public understand that driving under the inf luence of alcohol, driving too fast and 

not w earing their seatbelt  is dangerous and unacceptable behavior.

Problem Identification: 

 

During FY 2012, traff ic records section of  the MOHS focused on the updating of  

the Strategic Plan for Traff ic Records Systems and the formal applicat ion for 

Federal 408 Traff ic Records Funds. The State Traff ic Records Committee (STRC) 

met periodically to ref ine the strategic plan and set priorit ies for automation 

projects for the upcoming three years. The STRC w orkgroup meets after the 

monthly Mississippi Associat ion of Highw ay Safety Leaders (MAHSL) meeting to 

address key issues w ith the current 408 projects. Tw o major improvements for 

traff ic records involved crash and citat ion core systems. There w as also an increase 

in agencies using the automated uniform crash report system, ReportBeam, 

show ing that less than 5 local agencies reported on crashes on paper forms to 

DPS. The MDOT Safety Analysis Management System (SAMS) uses this crash 

database to attach the roadw ay environment data using GIS methodologies.

(b) Have not within a three-year period preceding this proposal been convicted of 

or had a civil judgment rendered against them for commission of fraud or a 

criminal offense in connection with obtaining, attempting to obtain, or performing 

a public (Federal, State or local) transaction or contract under a public transaction; 

violation of Federal or State antitrust statutes or commission of embezzlement, 

theft, forgery, bribery, falsification or destruction of record, making false 

statements, or receiving stolen property; 

 

(c) Are not presently indicted for or otherwise criminally or civilly charged by a 

governmental entity (Federal, State or Local) with commission of any of the 

offenses enumerated in paragraph (1)(b) of this certification; and  

 

(d) Have not within a three-year period preceding this application/proposal had 

one or more public transactions (Federal, State, or local) terminated for cause or  

default. 

 

(2) Where the prospective primary participant is unable to certify to any of the Statements 

in this certification, such prospective participant shall attach an explanation to this 

proposal. 

 

Instructions for Lower Tier Certification  

 

1. By signing and submitting this proposal, the prospective lower tier participant is 

providing the certification set out below. 

 

2. The certification in this clause is a material representation of fact upon which reliance 

was placed when this transaction was entered into. If it is later determined that the 

prospective lower tier participant knowingly rendered an erroneous certification, in 

addition to other remedies available to the Federal government, the department or agency 

with which this transaction originated may pursue available remedies, including 

suspension and/or debarment. 
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3. The prospective lower tier participant shall provide immediate written notice to the 

person to which this proposal is submitted if at any time the prospective lower tier 

participant learns that its certification was erroneous when submitted or has become 

erroneous by reason of changed circumstances. 

 

4. The terms covered transaction, debarred, suspended, ineligible, lower tier covered 

transaction, participant, person, primary covered transaction, principal, proposal, and 

voluntarily excluded, as used in this clause, have the meanings set out in the Definition 

and Coverage sections of 49 CFR Part 29. You may contact the person to whom this 

proposal is submitted for assistance in obtaining a copy of those regulations. 

 

5. The prospective lower tier participant agrees by submitting this proposal that, should 

the proposed covered transaction be entered into, it shall not knowingly enter into any 

lower tier covered transaction with a person who is proposed for debarment under 48 

CFR Part 9, subpart 9.4, debarred, suspended, declared ineligible, or voluntarily excluded 

from participation in this covered transaction, unless authorized by the department or 

agency with which this transaction originated. 

 

6. The prospective lower tier participant further agrees by submitting this proposal that is 

it will include the clause titled "Certification Regarding Debarment, Suspension, 

Ineligibility and Voluntary Exclusion -- Lower Tier Covered Transaction," without 

modification, in all lower tier covered transactions and in all solicitations for lower tier 

covered transactions. (See below) 

 

7. A participant in a covered transaction may rely upon a certification of a prospective 

participant in a lower tier covered transaction that it is not proposed for debarment under 

48 CFR Part 9, subpart 9.4, debarred, suspended, ineligible, or voluntarily excluded from 

the covered transaction, unless it knows that the certification is erroneous. A participant 

may decide the method and frequency by which it determines the eligibility of its 

principals. Each participant may, but is not required to, check the List of Parties Excluded 

from Federal Procurement and Non-procurement Programs. 

 

8. Nothing contained in the foregoing shall be construed to require establishment of a 

system of records in order to render in good faith the certification required by this clause. 

The knowledge and information of a participant is not required to exceed that which is 

normally possessed by a prudent person in the ordinary course of business dealings. 

 

9. Except for transactions authorized under paragraph 5 of these instructions, if a 

participant in a covered transaction knowingly enters into a lower tier covered transaction 

with a person who is proposed for debarment under 48 CFR Part 9, subpart 9.4, 

suspended, debarred, ineligible, or voluntarily excluded from participation in this 

transaction, in addition to other remedies available to the Federal government, the 

department or agency with which this transaction originated may pursue available 

remedies, including suspension and/or debarment. 

 

Certification Regarding Debarment, Suspension, Ineligibility and Voluntary Exclusion -- 

Lower Tier Covered Transactions: 
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1. The prospective lower tier participant certifies, by submission of this proposal, that 

neither it nor its principals is presently debarred, suspended, proposed for debarment, 

declared ineligible, or voluntarily excluded from participation in this transaction by any 

Federal department or agency. 

 

2. Where the prospective lower tier participant is unable to certify to any of the 

statements in this certification, such prospective participant shall attach an explanation to 

this proposal. 

 

POLICY TO BAN TEXT MESSAGING WHILE DRIVING 

 

In accordance with Executive Order 13513, Federal Leadership On Reducing Text 

Messaging While Driving, and DOT Order 3902.10, Text Messaging While Driving, 

States are encouraged to: 

(1) Adopt and enforce workplace safety policies to decrease crashed caused by 

distracted driving including policies to ban text messaging while driving— 

a. Company-owned or –rented vehicles, or Government-owned, leased or 

rented vehicles; or 
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
